So…what is an Annotated Bibliography?
An annotated bibliography is a list of citations to books, articles, and documents. Each citation is followed by a brief (usually about 150 words) descriptive and evaluative paragraph, the annotation. The purpose of the annotation is to inform the reader of the relevance, accuracy, and quality of the sources cited.

EXAMPLE:
“How We Survived Camp Living” Revolutionary War Camping. 12 Oct. 2008. 25 Oct. 2008

This site provided basic information about camp life. It does raise some important issues about gender and status that may be useful for the classroom. It is a commercial site rather than an academic site, so it provides some insight into the clothing that was used and may be useful for supplies. The impression I had from the title of the site was that it would have primary documents. It does list some primary sources. In general, I would not use this site in my research paper unless I could corroborate the information with another more trustworthy source.

MLA BIBLIOGRAPHY
A bibliography is a list of sources you used in compiling a document. You should arrange the bibliography in alphabetical order by the author’s last name or, if there is no author, by the first main word of the title. You can ignore a, and, and the in a title.

You need five sources minimum.
For each, write the citation using the above information.
After each citation you need to write a 150 word annotation. Use the questions below.
· What is the resource about? What is it for? Why was the book, article, or site written?

· What does it do for your research? How was this source helpful?

· Is the information accurate? Do other sources support the conclusions? 

· Is it written by someone who has the expertise to author the information?

· Is it new? Is it up-to-date for the topic?

· Can a “real person” use this resource? What is the reading level of the resource?
Paragraph of Intent:
· This is 2-3 paragraphs that details what you will be presenting.  You need to give me a detailed description of what each person will be doing during the presentation and what each person is responsible for.  This paragraph is the focus of your research.
